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From traditional listening and evaluation classes to classroom observation based on the LICC
framework
—-Taking the People's Education Press From Problems to Solutions as an example

[Abstract] Preparing for lessons, attending classes, listening to lessons, and discussing lessons are the basic
qualities that every teacher should possess. Professor Cui Yongguo (2012) proposed that conducting listening
and evaluation classes must be based on observation and understanding of classroom teaching, and there are
many factors involved in the classroom. In order to avoid observation falling into random and scattered
situations, he proposed the classroom observation LICC model. As a new type of classroom observation
paradigm, the LICC classroom observation paradigm consists of four dimensions: student learning, teacher
teaching, classroom nature, and classroom culture. In this paradigm, teachers purposefully record, analyze, and
study the behavior of both teachers and students, in order to seek the improvement of their teaching level and
the enhancement of their learning abilities. This article combines the LICC classroom observation model with
specific lesson examples to conduct lesson analysis, exploring its effectiveness in teacher evaluation and
promoting teaching reflection.
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
