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Building the Competence of Special Education Teachers in the Context of Integrated Education

——Several thoughts on the cultivation of special education teachers

[Abstract] Promoting integrated education has become the main theme of special education development in the
new era. As a professional team, special education teachers' requirements for their professionalism are constantly
rising. The requirements for special education teachers in the context of integrated education are difterent from
those in the traditional special education environment, and they are required to have professional abilities such as
cooperation, communication and supervision while completing the basic work of education. Referring to
foreign experience in building professional competence of special education teachers in integrated education, it
can be found that the pre—service special education teacher training system largely influences the formation of
high—quality teachers.

Based on the above
discussion, the following suggestions can be made for China's special education teacher training: change the
traditional concepts and innovate the training mechanism; establish a sound qualification system and promote
the integration of multi—disciplines and multi—disciplines; communicate and collaborate with multiple parties
and establish a cooperative practice system.
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
