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Recognition framework of multimodal undesirability semantic construction and its value in
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[Abstract] This study investigates the construction and understanding of Chinese unintended semantics from a
multimodal perspective. Taking the "X is also (de)" construction as an example, the advantages and
disadvantages of multimodal Chinese semantic teaching and unimodal Chinese semantic teaching were
compared. It is believed that multimodal Chinese semantic teaching is more suitable for ethnic minority students
and international students studying in China. Research has shown that multimodal Chinese semantic teaching
plays an important role in optimizing the Chinese semantic teaching mode and improving the effectiveness of
semantic teaching. The article proposes a multimodal Chinese semantic construction and recognition analysis
framework, which suggests that the construction and understanding of multimodal Chinese semantic violations

need to consider factors such as linguistic symbol modalities, nonverbal symbol modalities, cognitive styles,

culture, and context.
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
