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[Abstract] This paper deeply discusses the course evaluation mechanism in the reform of college English
teaching, with special attention to the important role of formative evaluation in promoting the improvement of
education quality, promoting the cultivation of students' self—directed learning ability, and promoting the
professional development of teachers. Formative assessment not only focuses on students' individualized
guidance in the learning process, but also emphasizes cooperation and respect among students, which helps
teachers and students to identify problems in learning and make effective adjustments in a timely manner. At the
same time, this paper summarizes the research results on teaching evaluation mechanism at home and abroad,
and points out the shortcomings of the current evaluation system, especially the challenges of individual students'
differentiated teaching and real—time feedback. Based on this, this paper puts forward the direction of future
college English teaching reform, including the establishment of a more scientific and comprehensive teaching
evaluation system, the further development of online and offline hybrid teaching mode, the systematic
integration of curriculum ideology and politics, and the promotion of new teaching methods such as flipped
classrooms, aiming to better meet the needs of modern education and comprehensively improve the teaching
effect and student learning experience.
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
