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Research on the interactivity of adverbial conjunctions in interview program

[Abstract] Interactional linguistics has been a hot topic in recent years. Given that there are few researches on
adverbial conjunctions(ACs) in interview programs from the perspective of interactional linguistics, this paper,
based on the conversational analysis theory of interactional linguistics, selects the spoken discourse in the
interview program Shisan Yao as the corpus to analyze ACs in this program. The findings are as follows: The
interactivity level of the interview program Shisan Yao is medium; In this interview program, the two most
frequent sub—levels are “juxtaposition” sub—levels and “supplementary transition” sub—levels; In the oral corpus
of interview programs, the ACs can be used alone or combined with multiple ones; The ACs are mostly located
at the head of a turn or in the middle, which play the role of opening/seizing or extending a turn.
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
