Without the development of private higher education, the pursuit of becoming an educationally powerful
nation would remain incomplete. Private universities exhibit diverse, exemplary, competitive characteristics, and
distinctive features in supporting the goal of becoming an educationally powerful nation. However, in the
process of this endeavor, they face challenges such as a weak position, insufficient motivation, varying quality,
and the need to strengthen faculty development. To address these issues, the government and private universities,
as the main bodies involved, should strengthen the construction of exemplary private universities, effectively
stimulate their vitality in running schools, improve mechanisms for independent school—running in accordance
with the law, innovate talent training systems, and enhance the development of the teaching faculty.
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
