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Analysis of Current Situation of Induced Abortion and Family Planning Service after Abortion
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[Abstract] Objective: To analyze and explore the current situation of artificial abortion in my country, and to investigate and
study the status of family planning services after abortion. Methods: A total of 90 patients who underwent induced abortion in
our hospital from January 2019 to June 2020 were selected as the subjects of the investigation and study. The abortion—related
conditions of these patients were retrospectively analyzed, and the development of family planning services after abortion was
summarized. Results: Among the 90 selected research subjects, in terms of educational background, the number of patients
with junior high school education and below was the most, a total of 46 people, accounting for 51.11% of the total number,
another 30 (33.33%) high school education, 14 (15.56%) junior college and patients with the above educational background;
the statistical results of the number of induced abortions show that 33.33% (30/90) of the patients were the first abortion,
27.78% (25/90) of the patients were the second abortion, and 38.89% (35/90) of patients’

marital status, 38 cases were unmarried, accounting for 42.22%, and 52 cases were married, accounting for 57.78%. Conclusion:

‘With the openness of social concepts, the improvement of medical conditions, and the influence of my country’s birth policy,
many women receive induced abortions every year, which has a greater impact on women physical and mental health. In
order to better carry out family planning services, it is necessary to strengthen contraceptive education for women of
childbearing age. Family planning services and guidance should be strengthened for patients after abortion, so that women of
gestational age should understand the correct contraceptive knowledge and methods, and the abortion rate should be reduced.
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
