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Nie Er and the National Anthem: The Practice of Yunnan's Local Red Culture and Children's Patriotic

[Abstract] Relying on the local red cultural resources of Yunnan, this study focuses on the practice of patriotic
education in kindergartens. Taking the original picture book "Nie Er and the National Anthem" as the research
object, this paper deeply explores its creative background rooted in local culture, aiming to tell the legendary
story of red musicians, and has multiple educational values such as historical enlightenment, aesthetic education
and emotional education. Through the implementation of the three—stage picture book teaching activity of
"listening—expressing—experiencing" in the large class, the children's multi—dimensional growth was effectively
promoted. Based on this, a four—in—one red education model of "curriculum—activity—environment—resource"
for early childhood is constructed, which helps children inherit the red spirit and cultivate the feelings of family
and country from five major fields, and provides a practical paradigm and reference for children's patriotic
education.
