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"Little fish, little fish, open the door with sesame seeds"

——Educational strategies for supporting social development of young children in small classes through independent play

[Abstract] Autonomous play is an important way to promote the social development of young children in small
classes. This article takes "Xiaoyu", a young child in a small class who is new to the collective and has difficulty
adapting to social interactions, as an example. It records her development process from solitude to cooperation
in outdoor autonomous play and analyzes the roles and support strategies of teachers at different stages. The
research shows that, under the premise of ensuring safety, teachers can effectively promote the development of
young children's social skills by creating an open environment, building social scaffolding, emphasizing review
and sharing, and strengthening home—school cooperation. Based on relevant theories, the article refines the
strategy of "observation and analysis—situational integration—review and extension—home—school collaboration"
to provide a practical path for teachers.
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
