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Research on the Problems and Strategies of Music Education Activities in Rural Kindergartens

[Abstract] In recent years, the state has implemented a series of actions and plans that are conducive to the
development of preschool education. At present, China’s preschool education is full of vitality, but rural
kindergartens are still the short board for the development of preschool education and the development of music
education activities in rural kindergartens is still relatively weak. The main problems of rural kindergarten music
education activities are lack of music toys, teachers’ music literacy is weak, parents ignore the value of children’s
music education.
