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[Abstract] Learning to cooperate is an important aspect of human "learning to live together and learning to live
with others". While achieving comprehensive development, cooperation ability is also an indispensable indicator.
Guidelines for Learning and Development of Children Aged 3—6 proposes that in the social domain, children in
senior classes can cooperate by dividing tasks and overcoming difficulties with their peers. Therefore, the
cooperative behavior of children in senior classes is an important goal of their education, and kindergarten sports
activities have a positive and active acceptance and group integration in improving the level of social
cooperation organization and group cooperative living ability of preschool children. It is an important way to
comprehensively cultivate the level of social cooperation organization and group cooperative living ability of
preschool children, and it has a significant impact on the development of children's social and psychological
activities. This article takes kindergarten sports activities as the carrier and discusses three aspects of promoting
children's cooperative behavior in senior class sports activities: teacher's creation, cultivation of cooperative
behavior in various sports activities, and teacher's guidance strategies.
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
