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[Abstract] The development of preschool education in kindergarten lays a good foundation for children to
enter primary school, and can have a positive impact on children's physical and mental health, comprehensive
ability, living behavior and habits. As the first learning environment for children, the family should be
organically combined with kindergarten preschool education to form a joint educational force, so as to better
promote the healthy physical and mental growth of children. Therefore, at this stage, it is necessary to
comprehensively analyze the problems existing in preschool education and family education, take children as the
center, combine educational goals, and reformulate diverse and effective integrated education strategies. This

paper analyzes the integration of preschool education and family education in kindergartens, and puts forward

some suggestions for reference.
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
