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Abstract: The combination of professional and clean governance education for medical students can
help ensure the integrity and morality of the healthcare industry, promote the construction of party
conduct and clean governance in healthcare work, gradually form a good employment environment, and
promote the sustainable development of public healthcare. This article analyzes the necessity of
combining professional and clean governance education for medical students (the need to cultivate
high—quality medical talents, the need to strengthen the construction of medical industry culture), the
urgency of combining professional and clean governance education for medical students (the severity of
the anti—corruption struggle situation, the urgent need for the development of the medical industry),
explores the implementation path of combining professional and clean governance education for medical
students, namely curriculum system construction, faculty team construction, practical activity
development, campus culture construction, continuously promotes the combination of professional and
clean governance education for medical students, cultivates medical student ethics, and ensures the
sustainable development of the medical industry.
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
