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Abstract: Objective: Under the Healthy China strategy and guidance of the spirit of the 20th CPC
National Congress, this study explored the effective path of deeply integrating ideological and political
elements into pediatric clinical practice teaching, and clarified its dual educational value in cultivating
medical students' professional competence and professional ethics. Methods: A total of 359 2021—grade
clinical medicine undergraduates from Youjiang Medical University for Nationalities were
block—randomized into an observation group (n=180, case—embedded ideological and political teaching)
and a control group (n=179, traditional teaching). Teaching effectiveness was compared through
Questionnaire Star evaluation, clinical skill assessment, final theoretical examination and teaching
satisfaction survey. Results: The scores of the observation group in all assessments and teaching
satisfaction [90 (90,100), 77 (73,80), 71 (68,75), 90 (90,100)] were significantly higher than those of the
control group [80 (70,90), 73 (69,76), 58 (54,63), 80 (70,90)], with statistically significant differences
(Z=-9.936, —8.007, —16.013, —10.987, P<0.01).Conclusion: The case—embedded ideological and
political education model realizes the organic integration of pediatric knowledge transmission and
ideological guidance, and synchronously improves medical students' clinical practice ability and
professional ethics. It provides an operable and replicable evidence—based scheme for implementing the
fundamental mission of fostering virtue through education in medical education.
