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Analysis on the Informatization Management of Community Residents' Health Archives

[Abstract] The changes and development of society and the rapid economic growth have not only improved
the living standards of communities, but also promoted the high attention of community residents to their own
health status, making the health records of community residents increasingly important in grassroots medical and
health public services.
