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[Abstract] At the present stage, the small language majors of private colleges and universities generally have a

poor enrollment situation, and the score line declines. Based on the questionnaire survey of students 'parents in

Guangdong province, this study discusses the parents' cognition and attitude towards German majors, and aims

to provide constructive suggestions for the recruitment publicity and professional construction of German majors

in private colleges and universities. According to the survey results, Parents generally have a low understanding

of German majors and have a negative attitude towards them. Therefore, the author provides a series of

suggestions from the recruitment publicity work, curriculum setting and talent training, hoping to inspire the

recruitment work and professional construction of German majors in private colleges and universities.
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
