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[Abstract] As the global digital education process deepens, Malaysia has enacted Digital education policy to support
strategic actions for digitalization of basic education. The background for Malaysia to implement the digital education
strategy is based on the promotion of the national digital economy strategy, the need to establish a high—quality and
equitable education system, and the urgent need to accelerate the digitalization of education after the epidemic. It
mainly includes four major initiatives: building digital infrastructure, providing high—quality digital content,
cultivating teachers’ digital capabilities, and building strategic partnerships. It also presents the basic characteristics of

being committed to building an equal and inclusive digital culture, cultivating future leaders with digital skills, and

empowering the comprehensive transformation of the education system through social participation.
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
