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Effect of school atmosphere on aggressive behavior in middle school students: a study with
rejection sensitivity as the mediating variable
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[Abstract] School is the main place for junior high school students to live their daily life and learn knowledge.
The school atmosphere perceived by junior high school students will directly affect their academic level,
psychological emotion and school adaptation, and is also the analysis predictor of teenagers' problem behavior.
Junior high school students in the rebellious period of youth are likely to form aggressive behavior if they feel
rejected or rejected in the process of getting along with others. Therefore, this paper takes junior middle school
students as the research object to explore the relationship between the school atmosphere, rejection sensitivity
and aggressive behavior of junior middle school students, and reduce the level of aggressive behavior of junior
middle school students by creating a good school atmosphere and reducing students' rejection sensitivity.
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
