[Abstract] This article focuses on the theme of "Innovating the discipline inspection and supervision system of
higher education institutions, giving full play to their functions, and promoting high—quality development". It
systematically expounds the content of the current innovation of the discipline inspection and supervision system
of higher education institutions, and points out its responsibilities and structural characteristics in the education
reform in the new era.
