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[Abstract] This study compares the experiences of Asian international students in Canada to explore the
effectiveness of experiential teaching and its influencing factors. The research finds that differences in learning
spaces (psychological, social, cultural, and material) significantly impact the learning outcomes of international
students. Short—term students focus more on cultural adaptation and language expression, while long—term
students place greater emphasis on practical experience and career development. Based on these findings, this
paper proposes strategies such as optimizing teaching resources, paying attention to student backgrounds, and
enhancing communication skills to improve the quality of experie.
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
