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[Abstract] Dewey's idea of moral imagination is a new theoretical growth point in the study of implicit
ideological and political education. Dewey's moral imagination involves empathy projection and creative
exploration of possibilities in a situation, as well as the continued search for new possibilities when in a hopeless
dilemma. Moral imagination specifically includes empathy imagination, reflective imagination and possibility
imagination. This coincides with emotional education, deep thinking education and creative education in
implicit ideological and political education. The three methods of facing up to pain in emotional education,

practising contemplation in deep—thought education and educational theatre in creative education are of value

in improving the level of implicit ideological and political education in China.
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
