[Abstract] Sichuan Opera, or Chuanju, is the most influential local opera genre in southwestern China,
performed in the Sichuan dialect. It is primarily found throughout Sichuan Province and parts of Yunnan and
Guizhou. This form of drama is a product of the mutual influence and integration between Chinese opera
culture and the local culture of Bashu. Sichuan Opera can be seen as a microcosm of Chinese opera. Thanks to
its inclusive nature, Sichuan Opera has continuously absorbed and integrated various elements over its 300—year

development, ultimately shaping a cultural character that blends the refined with the rustic and appeals to both

the literati and the common people.
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
