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[Abstract] As a representative of China's ancient handmade paper tradition, Turpan mulberry bark paper stands
as a precious testament to cultural exchanges along the Silk Road, possessing immense historical and artistic value
alongside significant ecological significance. However, with modern society's accelerated pace and traditional
craftsmanship becoming increasingly marginalized, this craft now faces dual challenges of generational
transmission gaps and shrinking market scale. An increasing number of artists are integrating traditional
techniques into contemporary art contexts, particularly through innovative painting approaches that breathe new
life into mulberry bark paper. Guided by the core concept of "painting as a medium, " this study explores the
role of visual art in intangible cultural heritage preservation, analyzes integration strategies between mulberry
bark paper craftsmanship and modern visual arts, and seeks to provide practical methodologies and theoretical
foundations for revitalizing this heritage through perspectives of cultural continuity, artistic innovation, and
social engagement.
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
