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The formation logic and value connotation of "daring to struggle" spirit in Sichuan section of Red
Army's Long March
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[Abstract] The Sichuan section of the Long March represents the most intense battlefield,

Ya 'an Open University Ya' an City,
focal point of
intra—party ideological disputes, and most challenging natural environment during the entire Long March. The
spirit of daring to struggle cultivated here exhibits both unique historical characteristics and exemplary
significance for value interpretation. This study analyzes the formation logic of this spirit through three
natural constraints,

perspectives—external oppression, and internal cohesion—using materials including

memoirs of veteran Red Army soldiers, Party history archives, and local records. It further extracts its core

values from three dimensions: fundamental principles, supporting mechanisms, and methodological

approaches. Finally, it explores practical transformation strategies to empower the inheritance of Long March
spirit and enhance contemporary struggle ethos.
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
