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Research on the Innovation of ldeological and Political Practice through Language
Empowerment in College English Writing Teaching

[Abstract] Guided by the teaching philosophy of "the unity of knowledge and action", this paper explores
effective paths to organically integrate ideological and political education into language teaching by tapping into
the inherent characteristics of four writing genres (narrative, descriptive, expository, and argumentative) in
college English writing courses. The research proposes that: in narrative writing teaching, narrative
empowerment should promote the transformation of family and country sentiment from cognition to expression;
in descriptive writing teaching, perceptual empowerment should realize the sublimation of cultural identity from
emotion to articulation; in expository writing teaching, interpretive empowerment should facilitate the practice
of scientific spirit from understanding to communication; in argumentative writing teaching, critical thinking
empowerment should drive the implementation of social responsibility from recognition to defense. This series
of strategies aims to construct a teaching closed—loop of "conveying morality through writing and integrating
knowledge with practice", which not only systematically improves students' comprehensive language application
abilities, but also achieves the organic unity of value guidance and personality shaping in writing practice
characterized by "promoting knowledge through action and guiding action with knowledge". It provides a
paradigm reference with both theoretical height and practical depth for deepening the reform of English
teaching.
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
