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[Abstract] Student’s associations in colleges and universities are important parts of ideological and political
education for young students in colleges and universities, and also important starting points for colleges and
universities to carry out “all-round education”. Deepening the ideological and political construction of
student’s associations and highlighting the unique educational value of community culture are important
measures for colleges and universities to implement the fundamental task of cultivating people by virtue and
build a new pattern of “all—round education”. At present, colleges and universities do not pay enough attention
to the ideological and political construction of associations. In the actual promotion of the ideological and
political construction of associations, we should deepen our understanding of the ideological and political
construction of associations and optimize the top—level design of the construction of associations, strengthen the
ideological and political awareness level and capacity building of community instructors, excavate the ideological
and political elements in community activities to realize the effective integration of explicit education and
implicit education as well as actively cultivate and improve the ideological and political literacy of the backbone
students of associations.
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
