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[Abstract] Enhancing students' cultural identity, improving their intercultural business communication skills and
investigating the factors that affect Chinese and foreign students' intercultural business communication skills are
the important contents of current curriculum ideological and political education. Through a questionnaire
survey of Chinese and foreign students' intercultural business communication skills, this paper points out that
students should have intercultural business communication skills, such as intercultural communication skills,
business knowledge and skills, communicative knowledge and skills, comprehensive thinking skills, etc. The
article illustrates the factors that affect the intercultural business communication skills of Chinese and foreign
students and the results of the development of intercultural business communication skills in the context of
curriculum thinking and politics, and concludes that the curriculum thinking and politics perspective can help to
effectively develop students' intercultural business communication skills.
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
