Research on Teaching Practice of Reading English Novels in Junior Middle School

[Abstract] The core literacy of English subject is the embodiment of the core literacy of Chinese students'
development in English subject, which is summarized as "language ability", "cultural character", "thinking
quality" and "learning ability". Original English novels are both humanistic and interesting, with more complete
cultural communication and clearer thinking orientation, which can cultivate and guide students' correct
outlook on life and values and accelerate the implementation of core literacy in English teaching.
