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How to Improve the Quality of Chinese Teaching in Primary Schools Under the Double
Reduction Policy

[Abstract] The promulgation and implementation of the double reduction policy is the need to build morality
and cultivate people, which can effectively solve the utilitarian behavior at the stage of compulsory education. In
addition, there are many problems that do not conform to the law of education in the traditional compulsory
education stage of primary school Chinese teaching, such as the problem of out—of—school training, the
problem of over—standard teaching and the problem of too much homework. Therefore, in order to reflect the
public welfare of the compulsory education stage and improve the quality of education and teaching, the
education department, in combination with the laws of education and teaching, and from the standpoint of the
country's long—term development, issued the policy of implementing double reduction in the compulsory
education stage, with the aim of reducing the burden of students' homework and off—campus training. Primary
school Chinese is an important subject in the compulsory stage, and the implementation of the double reduction
policy has a great impact on it. Therefore, in order to improve its teaching quality, this paper briefly describes
the necessity of the promulgation and implementation of the double reduction policy, analyzes the main
problems existing in the traditional primary school Chinese teaching and the main factors affecting the teaching
quality of primary school language and literature, and discusses the main ways to improve the quality of primary
school Chinese teaching under the double reduction policy.
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
