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Exploration of the Reform of Practical Courses for Youth Social Work under OBE Mode

[Abstract] How social work practical courses can effectively enhance students' practical abilities, to meet the
needs of employers, and to improve the quality of social services is a common concern in the education and
practical fields. The School of Social Work at Beijing Social Administration College offers a practical course on
youth social work to continuously provide youth service talents for the capital of China. Based on the research
and interviews with graduates, employers, students on campus, and teachers, the OBE model has been
introduced, with a focus on reforming and improving the learning outcomes, teaching implementation, and
learning evaluation of the practical course of youth social work. The specific measures mainly include the
explicit learning outcomes of the curriculum, the implementation of teaching in multiple forms, carriers, and

subjects, and the full process of learning evaluation etc. The results of phased exploration indicate that the OBE

model has a certain positive effect on enhancing students' youth service capabilities.
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
