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Teaching Examples for Reading the Whole Book of A Dream of Red Mansions
—-Taking the Dialogue between Grandma Liu and Wang Xifeng as an Example

[Abstract] Teacher Yu Dangxu pointed out that in the whole book reading teaching of speculative reading and
writing, it is necessary to deal with the three groups of relations, such as original reading, critical thinking and
transformational expression, and rely on the reading guidance class, the overall combing class, the topic
speculation class, the maternal interpretation class and the transformation and application class.

In
the context setting and Chinese activities, teachers guide students to actively think and positively express and
display, so as to achieve the multidimensional forging of students' thinking development, aesthetic appreciation
and creation, language construction and application, cultural understanding and inheritance of the core quality
of Chinese subjects.
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
