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[Abstract] According to the "Compulsory Education English Curriculum Standards" (2022 edition), vocabulary,
as one of the six elements of curriculum content, is an important component of language knowledge, and
together with other elements, forms the content foundation for the development of core competencies. In the
process of learning vocabulary in junior high school English, due to the large vocabulary in junior high school,
traditional vocabulary teaching methods impart vocabulary to students in isolation, resulting in low vocabulary
learning efficiency for students. As a new teaching model, project—based learning is innovative and practical,
which can help students effectively master vocabulary. Based on this, this article constructs a project—based
learning model for junior high school English vocabulary teaching, with students as the main body: clarifying
driving questions before the project; Design project—based activities in the project; Post project analysis of
project learning outcomes.
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
