A Study on the Silence Phenomenon in English Oral Classes of Anhui Private Universities

[Abstract] This article takes the silence phenomenon in English oral classes of private universities in Anhui
Province as the research object, and explores its causes and countermeasures. Research has found that classroom
silence is widespread, mainly caused by factors such as students' language proficiency, psychological barriers, and
poor classroom atmosphere. This study used a comprehensive method of questionnaire survey, classroom
observation, and interviews. The results showed that the specific manifestations of silence include students being
afraid to speak due to insufficient vocabulary, fear of making mistakes, and cultural factors. In addition, the single
questioning style and lack of interaction of teachers have also exacerbated the problem of silence among students.
Therefore, this study proposes coping strategies from three levels: students need to improve their language
abilities and confidence, teachers should optimize teaching design and increase interactive activities, and schools
need to provide resource support to create a good language learning environment. This study provides practical

guidance for improving classroom teaching effectiveness and enhancing students' English speaking ability, while

also providing reference for English education reform in similar universities.
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
