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5G empowers local universities' dance rehearsals to strengthen the sense of community of the

[Abstract] With the advent of the 5G information era, 5G technology has been widely integrated into the
informatization of teaching and education in local colleges and universities. As a practice—oriented dance course
in local colleges and universities, to promote the internalization of professional cultural knowledge and the
embodiment of professional skills, information technology has also begun to be integrated into teaching.
