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An analysis of the application status of picture book materials in childcare institutions from the
perspective of SEL

[Abstract] Based on the theory of social—emotional learning (SEL), this paper explores the application of picture
book materials in childcare institutions in the cultivation of social—emotional competence of infants and toddlers aged
2—3 years. A number of childcare institutions in Yuxi City were selected as the research objects, and the questionnaire
method and interview method were used to carry out the research. It is found that there are the following problems in
the allocation of picture book resources and teachers' ability to protect education: first, there is a lack of scientific
screening standards, and the resource allocation is out of focus; secondly, the effectiveness of the classification and
application of picture book resources in childcare institutions is low; third, teachers’ ability to organize and implement
2—3—year—old social-emotional learning and cultivation activities needs to be improved. Then, it is proposed to
optimize the placement and classification of picture books for infants and toddlers aged 2—3 years. Strengthen the
professional foundation for nursery teachers to use picture books to carry out the social and emotional learning ability
of infants and toddlers aged 2—3; Suggestions for improving the effective path of home—childcare—social
co—education for infants and toddlers aged 2—3 years old in social and emotional learning.
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
