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Strengthen the teaching of classical Chinese in primary schools to achieve the core literacy of
‘cultural confidence'.

[Abstract] The core competencies of Chinese language curriculum objectives encompass four aspects: cultural
confidence, language application, thinking ability, and aesthetic creation. To lay a solid foundation for
cultivating students' ability to read classical Chinese, it is essential to focus on classical Chinese teaching at the
elementary school entry level and stimulate students' interest in learning classical Chinese. However, the
importance of classical Chinese teaching has not yet garnered widespread attention. With the increasing content
and number of classical Chinese texts in elementary school curricula, the demands on students' reading abilities
have also risen, and the difficulty of assessments has significantly increased. To adapt to the new Chinese
language curriculum objectives and enhance the effectiveness of classical Chinese teaching at the elementary
level, the following approaches can be adopted: effectively improving teachers' proficiency in classical Chinese
and continuously enhancing their ability to read and interpret classical texts. Enriching classroom teaching
methods for classical Chinese to stimulate students' interest in learning. Experimenting with situational creation
methods, emphasizing classroom recitation, and making classical Chinese teaching more relevant to everyday life.
Expanding students' extracurricular reading of classical Chinese and providing effective recommendations,
among other strategies.
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
