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[Abstract] With the vigorous promotion of "one—stop" student community construction in universities, how to
fully integrate intangible cultural heritage into the "one—stop" student community is currently one of the key
links in strengthening the "one—stop". However, there are currently problems with the formalization of carriers,
fragmentation of subjects, and discontinuity in inheritance of intangible cultural heritage, making it difficult for
intangible cultural heritage to take root in the daily lives of young students. It is necessary to find an effective
path for intangible cultural heritage to break through these bottlenecks in student communities. Therefore, a
three fold path is proposed for the reconstruction, dynamic transformation, and collaborative governance of
intangible cultural heritage in student communities. Specifically, it involves designing a "one—stop" student
community with intangible cultural heritage to create a youthful atmosphere, promoting the dynamic
inheritance of youth, and creating a collaborative system that embodies youth. This provides operational
educational assistance for universities to integrate intangible cultural heritage into the "one—stop" student
community, and strengthens the dynamic inheritance of excellent traditional Chinese culture among young
people.
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
