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On Talent Cultivation in the Context of "Super High Schools

[Abstract] Currently, nearly every region in China has its own "super high schools." These schools share
common characteristics: they lead or monopolize regional admission rates to Tsinghua/Peking Universities
("Qingbei"), and their numbers of students scoring 600+ on the Gaokao and their first—tier university
enrollment rates demonstrate an overwhelming advantage over other local schools. Such "super high schools"
enjoy unparalleled preferential treatment in policies, access to top students, educational resources, and more. Yet,
can these institutions genuinely drive high—quality educational development across their regions? Do they fulfill
their role in enhancing students’ core competencies and fostering well-rounded development (morally,
intellectually, physically, aesthetically, and labor—wise)? Meanwhile, how do other schools survive in the shadow
of these "super high schools"? This article explores these questions through three dimensions: the evolution of

"super high schools," their historical mission, and talent cultivation strategies for ordinary schools within this

ecosystem.
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
