Action Research on Elevating Teaching Skills of Teacher-Training Students via
Practice—-Based Education Guided by the “Spirit of Educators” —— Empirical Evidence from
the “Chi-Cheng” Service-Learning Team of Hunan City University

[Abstract] Taking the “Chicheng” practice team at Hunan City University as its case, this study adopts action
research to examine how a practice—oriented education model, under the guidance of the spirit of master
educators, influences and improves pre—service teachers’ pedagogical skills. Integrating the core values of the
spirit of master educators and regarding “fostering virtue through education” as its fundamental mission, A "135"
Practical education system and a process of "planning — implementing — observing — reflecting" were
established. The research, drawing on empirical evidence like feedback from normal university students and
parents as well as practical data, systematically analyzed the effectiveness of this model. The findings reveal
significant improvements in core teaching competencies—particularly instructional design and classroom
management—and a heightened sense of professional identity among participants. The study offers a replicable
paradigm of “spiritual guidance—skill refinement—evidence—based support” for the cultivation of pre—service

teachers in regional universities.
