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Application of the "Immersive Mobile Classroom" Integration Mode in Youth Patriotic Education

[Abstract] This article focuses on the construction of innovative models for youth patriotism education and
explores the application path of immersive mobile classroom integration models. The study first elucidates the
synergistic effect of mobile scenarios and immersive experiences on shaping youth values, and analyzes the
emotional triggering mechanism of volunteer service as an informal education carrier; Furthermore, it reveals the
four major obstacles in the current expansion of educational space, insufficient content conversion, lack of
formal interaction, and lack of evaluation mechanisms; Finally, a four—dimensional practical approach was
proposed, which includes scenario based field construction, task—based content embedding, project—based form
innovation, and data—driven feedback improvement. This model extends the educational field through
bidirectional empowerment of virtual and real spaces, promotes the practical transformation of patriotic elements
through modular tasks, activates youth subjectivity through project—based learning, and uses dynamic feedback
mechanisms to continuously optimize strategies. Expected to form a replicable educational paradigm, improve
the efficiency of internalizing national identity among young people, and provide new solutions for ideological
and political education in vocational colleges.
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
