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A Comparative Study of Traditional and Modularized Guide Practice Textbooks in the Context of
Work-Based Learning, Course—Based Assessment, and Certification

[Abstract] From the perspective of integrated education through “job—course—competition—certification,” this
study systematically compares traditional and new modular “Tour Guide Practice” textbooks. Findings reveal
that while traditional textbooks offer a systematic and comprehensive knowledge framework, they lag in aligning
with local job requirements, integrating skills competitions, and connecting with the “1+X” certificate system.
In contrast, loose—leaf textbooks leverage their modular and reconfigurable nature. Through localized
workbook pages, embedded competition training packages, and dynamic certificate modules, they eftectively
achieve organic integration of the four elements—"job, course, competition, and certificate”—transforming

textbooks from “theoretical models” into “practical learning materials.” The research conclusions provide
theoretical references and practical pathways for vocational education textbook reform, while also identifying
challenges in transforming teacher roles and optimizing teaching management.
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
