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Exploration and Practice of the Construction of the Course Chain of Ideological and Political
Education in Hotel Majors under the Pattern of "Great Ideological and Political Education”

[Abstract] In the context of the "big ideological and political education" pattern, the traditional single course
ideological and political education model is no longer able to meet the practical needs of talent cultivation in
hotel related majors. This article takes hotel related majors as the research object and proposes an innovative
concept of constructing a curriculum chain for ideological and political education.
