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[Abstract] As an important component of the lifelong education system, continuing education faces challenges
such as insufficient integration of curriculum ideology and politics, rigid teaching models, and poor connection
between online and offline teaching. To address these issues, this study proposes the application of an
online—offline integrated curriculum ideology and politics teaching model in continuing education. It clarifies
the trinity teaching objective of "knowledge, ability, and literacy," and designs practical paths for online—oftline
integration from aspects including the integration of teaching content, design of teaching links, construction of
teaching resources, and technical support. Taking the course "Enterprise Human Resource Management" as a
case study, the teaching is implemented through a closed—loop process consisting of online preview before class,
offline interaction during class, and online consolidation after class, and a multi—dimensional evaluation system is
constructed to assess the teaching effect. The results show that this model can effectively improve the teaching
quality and education eftectiveness of continuing education, promote the coordinated development of learners'
knowledge, ability, and literacy, and provide theoretical reference and practical experience for advancing the
high—quality development of curriculum ideology and politics in continuing education.
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
