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Analysis on the Performance of Students from Different Sources of Rehabilitation Technology in
Vocational Colleges

[Abstract] Taking rehabilitation therapy technology students as the research object, the article analyzes the
differences between general enrollment and special enrollment in professional courses and general education
courses. The analysis results show that the passing rate of special enrollment general courses is 68.7%, and the
passing rate of professional courses is 33%; the passing rate of general enrollment courses is 84.2%, and the
passing rate of professional courses is 55.3%. Both general admissions general courses and professional courses
have better results than special enrollment. Analyzing the reasons for the differences in student sources, and
investigating the differences in the performance of students from different sources, the college has carried out
reforms and explorations of teaching methods to provide references for improving teaching quality and
cultivating high—quality talents.
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
