[Abstract] This paper studies the relationship among college students’ national political loyalty education, “four
self—confidence”, “common ideal” identity and “integrity education consciousness” by sampling from
universities in Guangxi Baise National Key Development and Open Experimental Zone. By using multiple
regression analysis, 420 valid samples are analyzed. It is found that the linear comprehensive value of the average
scores of college students’ political loyalty education, “four self—confidence” and “common ideal” identity has a
positive impact on college students’ integrity education consciousness. College students’ political loyalty
education, “four self—confidence” and “common ideal” identity can jointly explain 70.7% of the changes in
college students’ integrity education consciousness.
