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Exploring the Diversified Governance of Rural Public Cultural Services from the Perspective of

[Abstract] The implementation of the rural revitalization strategy is a major strategic deployment made by the
Party Central Committee and an important lever for the work of agriculture, rural areas, and farmers in the new
era.
