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[Abstract] The entry of returning international students into local universities has been a significant feature of
higher education in China in recent years. Compared with the first tier "Double First Class" universities, local
universities have a more urgent demand for returning talents and a desire for internationalization. But the talent
policies, working environment, and personnel benefits of local universities are far from those of national
first—class universities. How to attract, cultivate, retain, and make good use of talents who have returned from
studying abroad is an unavoidable issue on the path of international development for local universities. This
article starts with studying the overall characteristics of international students in universities, analyzes the new
challenges faced by the united front work of international students in universities in the new era, summarizes the
practical measures of the united front work of international students in local universities, explores the
promotable experience of "attracting, nurturing, and retaining" international students, deepens the theoretical
research of the Party's united front work, and enriches the research results of the united front work in
universities.
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
