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[Abstract] This study explores the moral evaluation and attribution of lying or telling the truth among 309

vocational school students in the context of collectivism. The results indicate that vocational school students give

more positive moral evaluations to truths and falsehoods that are beneficial to the collective, while giving more

negative evaluations to truths and falsehoods that are detrimental to the collective. Vocational school students

tend to explain and evaluate the truth and lies that do not conflict with the collective's interests more from the

perspective of honesty; Vocational school students provide explanations for truth and falsehood related to

collective interests not only from the principle of honesty, but also from the perspective of collective

consciousness.
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
