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A Preliminary Study on the Effective Organization Strategies of Kindergarten Talk Activities
—Take the Senior Class of Kindergarten Conversation Activity “I’m going to Elementary School” as an
Example

[Abstract] Kindergarten talk activities are an important part of language education activities. At the cognitive
level, kindergarten teachers generally believe that kindergarten talk activities are very important. However, at
the practical level, kindergarten teachers organize conversation activities in a limited number of times, the form
of conversation activities is single, and the control of the classroom and the topic control during the activities are
relatively lacking. This article combines educational practice, individual interviews, and questionnaires to
