Integrate Rural Land Resources and Cultivate Students' Practical Ability in Geography

[Abstract] Geography is a subject with strong practical ability, which contains various natural environment
knowledge and also has corresponding logical relationships. Therefore, it is very important for building students’
basic knowledge of geography and geographical thinking that cultivating students' geographic practical ability.
